Design challenges and solutions include:
+ 1in 6 sloping site with grade entry to both floors
+ Labyrinth cooling utilising subfloor void and stormwater tanks
+ Thermal chimney to ventilate / cool auditorium was specially modelled for
simulated air flow testing by specialist
+ Controlled natural light to auditorium
+ Multi-use spaces to get best value from floor space constructed
+ Passive solar control and activated thermal mass
+ Part of site left for future residential development
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
